· Service Times : From the beginning of September through to the end of May, Cruden Old Church has services at 10 am and Cruden West Church normally has services at 6 pm.   Occasionally an evening service might not be held e.g. when there is an ecumenical praise evening at 7 pm on a Sunday.   
In the summer months of June, July and August, there is only one service at 10 am using both churches.   In 2007, in June and August the service will be in the West Church, Hatton and in July in the Old Church.

Communion is celebrated on the last Sunday of September, November, January, March and May at 10 am in the Old Church and on the last Sunday of October, February and April at 6 pm in the West Church.   It is also celebrated on Good Friday in the West Church.   
At the end of May each year we have in each other's churches, shared celebrations of the Sacrament of Holy Communion with St James' Episcopal Church.

· Congregational Life : 

· There is a Junior Church meeting at the same time as the morning service.   

· The choir numbers about 12 and on a number of occasions through the year will sing specially selected anthems.   

· The Guild numbers in the mid twenties and meets in Cruden Old Hall on the last Monday of the month from October to April and organises an outing for Senior Citizens in June.   

· A small Boys' Brigade company of Anchor Boys and Junior Section meets in Port Erroll school on Wednesday evenings.   

· Unaffiliated to the church, but having good links are Rainbows, Brownies and Guide sections in Cruden Bay and in Hatton.   They attend church on Remembrance Sunday and on the nearest suitable Sunday to Thinking Day.  

· There are other smaller groups - a Video Club and a Walking Group (the latter jointly with St James' Episcopal Church).   

· Twice a year there is opportunity to take part in a Bible Study series.

· Church Structure : The Congregation has a Unitary Constitution which means that it is governed by a Kirk Session of elders, currently 30 of which are actively involved in its Committees.  They are joined by nine members elected by the congregation to assist in the work of these committees.  The committee structure is designed to allow the Session to focus clearly on its priorities as declared in its Vision Statement.
In Cruden Parish Church we are committed to providing regular and meaningful worship within the tradition of the Church of Scotland and as part of the worldwide Church of Jesus Christ.  

We will use, through Christian fellowship and education, our God given resources, which are rich and varied, to encourage the development of Christian faith and practice in all ages and groups within the church and the community.

We will let our awareness of the needs of the congregation, the community and the world direct our church life and the activities and projects we will support.
