Presbytery Property Regulations


(Approved by Presbytery on 6th February 2007)





Presbytery APPROVAL for the carrying out of repairs at a building will NOT be required if the cost of the work, inclusive of fees and VAT, does not exceed £25,000 UNLESS





1. the work involved an alteration requiring the approval of the General Trustees





2. the aggregated cost of repairs at the particular property over a three year period (past or projected) is £25,000, then all repairs over £5,000 require the submission of a minimum of three competitive itemised tenders to the Presbytery Property Committee, bring a recommendation to Presbytery who MUST approve BEFORE the work is initiated.





Please note any repairs costing over £2,000 but under £10,000 inclusive of VAT may proceed WITHOUT Presbytery permission PROVIDED that three competitive itemised tenders are sought and handed to the Presbytery Property Convener who will, with the assistance of the Presbytery Property Committee, report at the next meeting of Presbytery.





Subject to 2 above, any repairs costing over £5,000 but under £25,000 inclusive of VAT may proceed WITHOUT Presbytery permission PROVIDED that three competitive itemised tenders are sought and handed to the Presbytery Resources Convener who will, with the assistance of the Presbytery Resources Committee, report at the next meeting of Presbytery.





General Trustees’ Approval





The General Assembly of 1998 approved new Regulations regarding Work at Ecclesiastical Buildings which came into force on 1 January 1999.  These new regulations, which were printed in the 1998 ‘Blue Book’ and also in the Paper of Assembly Remits distributed previously to every presbyter and Session Clerk, should be carefully studied by all involved in looking after church property.


From 1 January, 1999, the Financial Limit for the purpose of the new regulations regarding Work at Ecclesiastical Buildings has been £50,000.


If approval for the carrying out of work is withheld, the Financial Board of the congregation have a right of appeal to the Commission of Assembly
